She credits her experience at   
St. Petersburg College as helping to 
prepare her for pursuing a higher 
degree. 

“It is highly competitive to move straight into a Ph.D. 
without doing a master’s,” said Erin, who credits her 
success to extensive research through volunteer work, 
undergraduate research coursework and an internship at 
the U.S. Geological Survey office in St. Petersburg.
